We then support and prepare our students to move into further education, employment, or
training to achieve their career goals.
We offer 1:1 teaching and learning opportunities as well as a breadth of group situations to develop and maintain social relationships.

The structure of our curriculum can be seen in the wheel on the right-hand side of this page. At the centre you can see each student
and their Educational, Health and Care plan (EHCp). Around this you can see the six developmental areas: Self Awareness, Self-care,
Support and Safety, Managing Feelings, Changing and Growing. Healthy Lifestyles and The World | Live in. Moving out you can see our
curriculum offer. Finally on the outside, you can see a range of qualifications and certificates.

Through this framework we provide a broad, balanced and differentiated curriculum that supports every student’s SEMH, academic
and vocational development as well as their spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development.

We also develop their individualised curriculum around their interests, personal likes and apptitudes, or an identifed area of need, in
areas such as outdoor pursuits, engaging with the local community and social activities.

Students are also given the opportunity to work on life skills, social skills, social communication, and self-regulation
through an individualised curriculum. Activities could include Duke of Edinburgh, climbing, trampolining, bowling,
fishing, golf, forest school, kayaking, sailing, water park, swimming, pool/snooker, Japanese, photography, role
playing, virtual reality, cycling and are based around students’ interests and some of which lead to a qualification.
